She has published and presented
across the country on the topics of PTSD, compassion fatigue, and re-
sponding to our fallen brethren. When she isn’t teaching, lecturing, re-
searching, or counseling, Dr. Nicholson is a world traveler, a Scuba diver,
and an animal rescuer.
