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Department of Foreign Languages

All TTU Foreign Language majors and minors are required to maintain an electronic portfolio of their work while studying at TTU. Portfolios are maintained in Ionfolio, a secure online portfolio program created by TTU, available to every student at http://ionfolio.tntech.edu. 
The portfolio, which the student will revise and update every semester in consultation with his/her academic adviser, is a collection of the student’s best work throughout his/her years of study in the TTU Department of Foreign Languages. Upon graduation, the student will thus have a showcase of his/her best work, which can then be edited and revised as an online résumé. All TTU alumni have continued access to their Ionfolio account after graduation, allowing guest access to future employers with the student’s permission.
Upon completion of the foreign language program at TTU, the portfolio should include the following artifacts, updated every semester according to the following guide. All work must be in the target language, unless stated otherwise below. Written work should be submitted in .doc or .rtf format. Audio files should be in mp3 format; video files in mp4. PowerPoint files and photo files are also accepted by Ionfolio. 
1. When entering the TTU Foreign Language program, or upon deciding to major or minor in Foreign Language:
a. A paragraph stating your personal and professional goals, including:
i. Why have you decided to pursue a career in Foreign Language?
ii. What are your personal goals in studying a Foreign Language? 
iii. What are your professional goals? How do you foresee using your language skills and cultural knowledge in your career?

2. Upon completion of 3010:
a. Two compositions (minimum 1-2 pages each), edited and revised after the instructor returns them to you.
b. Comments accompanying each selection, explaining why you have chosen that work. You should also include comments about the cultural significance of your work, and/or why the topic is personally relevant or important to you.
c. Any other work from this course that you would like to include.

3. Upon completion of 3020 (or equivalent):
a. Two audio files (mp3 format) at least 5-10 minutes in length, in which you talk in the target language about a topic approved by the course instructor.
b. Optional: A video or audio in which you interview a native speaker of the TL. The questions you intend to ask must be approved by your professor in advance of the interview.
c. Comments accompanying each selection, explaining why you have chosen that work. You should also include comments about the cultural significance of your work, and/or why the topic is personally relevant or important to you.
d. Any other work from this course that you would like to include.

4. Upon completion of other 3000-4000 level courses:
a. One or two written works (from each course, as apprropriate) that you have edited after the instructor has returned them to you. (For example: compositions, essays, poems, stories, literary analyses, presentations, projects.)
b. Comments accompanying each selection, explaining why you have chosen that work. You should also include comments about the cultural significance of your work, and/or why the topic is personally relevant or important to you.
c. Any other work from this course that you would like to include.

5. Upon completion of a study-abroad program:
a. An essay (2 or more pages) about your experiences, including reflections, anecdotes, descriptions, cultural observations, etc., and a statement about how this experience has enhanced your language skills and your understanding of the TL culture.
b. Anything else from your study-abroad experience that you would like to include.
c. Photos, if you would like to include them.

6. Upon completion of a Service Learning project:
a. An essay (2 or more pages) about your experiences, including reflections, anecdotes, descriptions, cultural observations, etc., and a statement about how this experience has enhanced your language skills and your understanding of the TL culture.
b. Anything else from your Service Learning experience that you would like to include.

7. Upon completion of SEED 4125/5125 (if you are seeking teacher licensure):
a. An essay (1-2 pages), according the instructors guidelines, commenting on your future as a Foreign Language teacher.
b. A unit plan that you have created and used in your FL teaching practicum.
c. Any other work from this course that you would like to include.

8. During your Capstone course (last semester):
a. Two of your five short papers, edited and revised after the instructor returns them to you. 
b. Your final paper, edited and revised after the instructor returns them it to you.
c. Your Power Point and/or any other graphics from your final presentation.
d. Optional: A video of your final presentation.
e. After reviewing the personal and professional goals that you wrote at the beginning of your FL studies at TTU: An essay (1-2 pages) reflecting on your program of study in Foreign Languages at TTU, including a self-evaluation of your success in achieving your goals.
f. A self-evaluation of your linguistic abilities based on the ACTFL Proficiency Guidelines and ACTFL Performance Guidelines for the three modes of communication (with the cooperation of your professor or adviser).
