1, 2020, and renewable based on satisfactory annual reviews, the needs of the department, and future 
funding.  Duties include a teaching load of up to 15 credit hours per semester consisting of contact hours 
in the classroom and additional service associated with student success.       

Required Qualifications:  An earned graduate degree in mathematics, mathematics education, or 
statistics. Effective communication skills. Have been the instructor of record for at least 6 semester 
credit hours in undergraduate mathematics 

Preferred Qualifications: Experience teaching large classes. Experience teaching Emporium-style. 
Experience teaching online/hybrid courses. Experience teaching a variety of undergraduate mathematics 
content. Experience using different teaching methods

electronically upload a cover letter, CV, a statement describing their teaching experience and 
philosophy, copies of undergraduate and graduate transcripts (Official transcripts required upon hire), 
and names and email addresses for 3 professional references who will be contacted via email to upload 
recommendation letters.
