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Check Out

Parents are strongly encouraged to attend our final student performance on Saturday, June 8 at 12:00 p.m. in
Wattenbarger Auditorium

All students under the age of 18 before June 8, 2019 must be signed out by a legal parent or guardian before
leaving the TTU campus.

Driving on Campus

Commuter students over the age of 18 before June 5, 2019 may drive themselves to the TTU campus daily for
participation in the Summer Music Institute. Commuter students under the age of 18 must be signed in and out by a
parent or legal guardian each day of the Summer Music Institute.

Overnight student participants are not permitted to bring a vehicle to campus unless they are over the age of 18 on or
before June 5, 2019. Overnight student participants over the age of 18 who wish to drive their own vehicle may do so.
They are not permitted, at any time, during the festival to have any underage (under 18) student in their vehicle. This
will result in immediate expulsion from the Summer Music Institute.

Tennessee Tech University Campus Rules and Guidelines

1. The possession or use of alcohol or other drugs, fireworks, and weapons is strictly prohibited.

2. The operation of a motor vehicle by minors during the program is prohibited unless required by the nature
of the program (see above).

. The parking of participant vehicles must be in accordance with Tennessee Tech parking regulations.

. No violence, including but not limited to sexual violence, will be tolerated on the Tennessee Tech campus.
. No discrimination or harassment will be tolerated.

. Hazing of any kind is prohibited. Bullying including verbal, physical, and cyberbullying is prohibited.

. No theft of property will be tolerated.

. No use of tobacco products or electronic nicotine delivery systems (vaping) will be tolerated.
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. Misuse or damage of Tennessee Tech property is prohibited. Charges will be assessed against those
participants who are responsible for damage or misuse of Tennessee Tech property.

10. Inappropriate use of cameras, imaging, and digital devices is prohibited, including use of such devices in
areas where privacy is expected by participants.
11. In-dorm-room visitation is restricted to participants of the same gender.

12. Guests of participants (other than parent or legal guardian and other program participants of the same
gender) are limited to visitation in public building lobbies and only during approved hours specified by the
program.

13. Participants must comply with all security measures and procedures specified by Tennessee Tech Office of
Residential Life.

14. Minor participants may not be released to anyone other than individuals listed on their signed and
notarized Participant and Information Release form.

15. At no time during the Summer Music Institute, are students permitted to be in any building on campus
other than: Jobe Hall (dormitory), Bryan Fine Arts Building, or the University Center (for meals) unless
accompanied by an approved staff member of the Summer Music Institute.



Audition & Chamber Information

Auditions

Seating auditions will be held between 3:45 — 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday, June 5, 2019.

Auditions will be divided into instrument areas and specific locations will be available at registration on
Wednesday, June 5.

Auditions are to ensure that students are placed in a chamber group with other students of equal playing
ability and for seating placement in large ensembles.

All students should prepare a short (between two and three minute) piece demonstrating their current playing
ability. The piece can be any solo work, an orchestral or chamber excerpt, or an etude. Students should also be
prepared to sight read at the audition.

Chamber group assignments and orchestral and jazz band seating will be posted in the BFA lobby immediately
following the Faculty Chamber Recital on Wednesday, June 5. Students will be able to pick up their music at
this time as well.

Chamber Groups

Chamber groups are small groups of students, of similar playing abilities, ranging from 2 — 8 students. All
students will be assigned a primary chamber group (Chamber 1) which will meet twice daily during the
institute. Chamber groups will each be instructed by a member of the TTU Music Faculty and will perform in
the Final Student Chamber Recital on Friday, June 7t at 7:30 p.m. in Wattenbarger Auditorium. All parents
are welcome to attend this chamber recital.

Most students will participate in an additional chamber group (chamber Il or chamber Ill) which might be a
jazz ensemble, brass choir, string ensemble, or percussion ensemble. If students have any interest in
additional chamber music opportunities, they should indicate so on their General Student Information Form.

Large Ensemble

All students will participate in a large ensemble orchestra. Music for orchestra will be given out with chamber
music immediately following the faculty chamber recital on Wednesday evening, June 5.

Private Lessons

Students are permitted to make a request for private lessons from TTU Music Faculty on their General
Student Information Form. Private lesson requests will be granted on a first-come basis and also based upon
that individual music faculty member’s schedule during the Summer Music Institute.



Student Life

Dormitory Information & Rules

Non-Commuter Students will stay in Jobe Hall on Tennessee Tech’s campus. Jobe Hall is located directly across
the street from the University Center and diagonally from the Bryan Fine Arts Building.

- Students will be housed with a roommate of the same gender and similar age assigned at random, unless
a roommate request was indicated on the General Student Information Form before May 22, 2019.

- At no time during a participant’s stay on TTU’s campus, are students of the opposite gender to be off of
their designated dormitory floor unless it is in the dormitory lobby supervised by SMI counselors or staff.

- Students are never permitted to be on a dormitory floor assigned to the opposite gender.

- Jobe Hall has two community bathrooms on each hall. Only students of the same gender will be permitted
to use the hall bathrooms. At no time should a student enter a bathroom designated for the opposite
gender.

- All students must be in their designated dorm rooms by 10:30 p.m. for room checks. Students should not
leave their designated dormitory floor between the hours of 10:30 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. Any student who
does not adhere to this rule will be immediately dismissed from the Summer Music Institute.

- Two SMI counselors of the same gender, and who have adhered to the TTU Protection of Minors
overnight supervision policies, will be on each dormitory floor. Should students have any needs, they may
reach them at any time. Students will have access to counselor cell numbers on their floor and in their
information folders in case of emergency.

- Aresidential life director will be located on the dormitory main floor. She may be reached at any time
during the SMI in case of student or parent emergency. Her name and information will be provided to
parents and students at registration.

- All Tennessee Tech University Campus Rules & Guidelines listed above apply to the dormitory information
and rules section and are expected to be adhered to at all times.

Students are expected to attend all SMI scheduled events. During free time, students will have the option to
participate in provided activities or they may practice in designated BFA practice rooms. Students are not
permitted to be in any building on campus other than the Bryan Fine Arts Building, the University Center, and
the dormitory. At no time, should a student be behind a door that is without a window or that is locked with a
student of another gender unless accompanied by a TTU SMI member of staff or faculty.

Student attendance will be taken at all rehearsals, classes, and recitals. Should students have a medical
emergency, or need to miss a rehearsal or performance, they should notify a counselor or member of SMI
staff immediately.

Commuter students must be signed in for the TTU SMI every morning no later than 8 a.m. and may be picked
up following the evening chamber recitals at 8:30 p.m. Commuter students are permitted and encouraged to
remain on campus for social activities or practice after 8:30 p.m. but must be signed out and picked up no
later than 10:15 p.m.

All sign-ins and check-outs for commuter students will occur in the BFA lobby with a SMI member of staff.

Only a designated parent or guardian or person indicated on the Student Information & Release form may
sign a student in or out of the institute.



Meals and Campus Life

Non-Commuter Students will have all meals provided at the University Center cafeteria on TTU’s campus
starting with dinner on Wednesday, June 5 and ending with lunch on Saturday, June 8.

Commuter Students will have the following meals provided during the TTU Summer Music Institute:
- Dinner on Wednesday, June 5t

- Lunch on Thursday, June 6%, and on Friday, June 7t"

- Dinner on Thursday, June 6 and on Friday, June 7t

Commuter students may partake in any additional meal not listed above in the University Cafeteria should
they wish. It is recommended that commuter students either bring a lunch or pay to eat in the cafeteria on
Saturday, June 8. Should commuter students or parents wish to eat in the cafeteria for any meal outside of the
meals listed above, the cost is as follows:

- Breakfast: $6.75
- Lunch: $7.95
- Dinner: $8.45

What to Wear for the TTU Summer Music Institute

Casual summer dress will be appropriate for most occasions. Please be aware that attire makes an immediate
and important impression to your peers, teachers, and community members at the University. The TTU
Summer Music Institute asks that students dress appropriately for rehearsals and classes. Offensive,
inappropriate, or distracting attire will not be allowed.

Concert Attire

For Saturday’s concert please plan to wear your TTU SMI tee shirt you were given at registration and a nice
pair of jeans. Please no holes in the jeans and no shorts. Shoes should be close-toed.

Chamber Music Attire

- Students are asked to bring dress clothing for chamber performances as long as it pertains to the
following:

o Men — Dress pants of any color. Any short sleeve or long sleeve dress shirt is acceptable. Ties are
optional. Men should wear dress shoes. No athletic shoes or sandals.

o Women — May wear pants, skirt, or dress of their choosing. Dresses and skirts must be knee length
or longer while seated. Shirts or dresses must have modest neck lines and shoulder straps. No
spaghetti straps or low-back dresses or tops.

o Dress shoes of any variety. No athletic shoes or flip flops.

TTU SMI Dorm & Meal Access
Lanyards

All TTU SMI students should wear SMI lanyards at all times while on campus. Each lanyard will have meal
tickets and, if applicable, a dorm key attached.

Replacement fee for a lost dorm key is $50.00.

Students should present meal tickets to the front desk of the cafeteria in the University Center each time
when entering.
